
 CARF Accreditation – The CARF survey took place in March, and I am very pleased to say that we achieved a

three-year accreditation of the programs that were surveyed. The three-year certification is the top level of

certification that you can achieve, and all of us should be very proud of achieving this designation!

 Talent Acquisition – We have made significant strides in lowering the number of open positions by simplifying and

automating the hiring process. We also expect Grow with Goodwill - which is discussed below - to have a

significant impact on talent acquisition and retention. 

 Grow with Goodwill – Grow with Goodwill is in the launch phase right now! We have been hiring staff and

preparing for the launch of what I believe is going to be a transformative program for Goodwill Tulsa for the last six

months, and now it is ready to go. Rolling out a program that encompasses success coaches, training, and employee

engagement that results in career tracks both within and outside Goodwill is truly a proud moment for our

organization. 

 Mission Growth – I am pleased to announce that Goodwill Tulsa is bringing back our school-to-work transition

program for the 2023-34 school year beginning in August. This program, which assists high school students with

disabilities transition into the workforce, was put on hold during the pandemic, and we are very excited to see it

coming back.                                                                                                                                                

 Donation Acquisition – So far this year, our total donors are up 4% over last year, but we know that to continue

growing, we need to achieve a higher rate of donation growth going forward. One of our primary focus areas for

the remainder of 2023 will be to add additional donation sites. 

 New Store Site – The largest city in our Goodwill territory where we do not currently have a retail presence is

Muskogee. We have spent a significant amount of time exploring our options there, and I am pleased to say that we

are currently reviewing a potential leased location for a new store there. Our hope is that we can finalize the lease

and complete all tenant improvements in time to open a location there by late fall of 2023.

In my February Grapevine column, I noted several projects that Goodwill Tulsa would be undertaking this year. Now

that we are halfway through 2023, I thought that it would be an opportune time to provide an update on these

projects.
